WHAT WE BELIEVE

Faith Heritage Christian School believes that the Bible is the verbally inspired and infallible, authoritative
Word of God and that God gave the words of Scripture by inspiration without error. We believe that God
sent His Son, Jesus Christ, to the world. We believe in His virgin birth, sinless life and miracles. We believe
in His death, burial and resurrection from the tomb and ascension into Heaven. We believe that Christ’s
blood, which was shed on Calvary, is the atonement for man’s sin. We believe that salvation is a free gift
of God for “whosoever will”; it is by grace, through faith, plus nothing, and believers are eternally secure.
Salvation is received only by personal faith in the Lord Jesus Christ and what He did for us. These
statements do not exhaust the extent of beliefs or practices of Faith Heritage Christian School. The Bible,
as the inspired and infallible Word of God, is the final authority of all that we believe concerning truth,
morality, and the proper conduct of mankind. For the purposes of FHCS’s doctrine, practice, policy, and
discipline, Pastor Alan Jackson of Heritage Baptist Church is ultimately responsible for interpreting the
meaning and application of Scripture.

VALUES AND STANDARDS

honest, ... just, ... pure, ... lovely,... [and] of good report” (Phil. 4:8). Christian education must deal with the
social and the spiritual, as well as the academic, dimensions of the student. Academic programs of Faith
Heritage Christian School are only a part of the educational process of the student life. Classroom
instruction supports and reinforces that training.
